For over a year we worked on a 2,000 sg. ft. building that would hold donated clothing, furniture and kitchen supplies for
those who leave the Amish and finally on Oct 1st we moved in. We were able to do this through
grant monies and help from our home church. There are a lot of people who should be recognized
3 for their hard labor but two people really stick out to us and those are Norma and Barb (left).
In our board meeting last month it was approved to go ahead and build another structure
that would give us the office and education space that we have so desperately needed. We are
looking to build on some property that is lo-
cated close to our home in Ashland. Origi-
nally we were looking at buying something
that was already established but figured with
all the talented builders around us, we would

be able to get a lot more for our money if we




build new. We have been talking to some local businesses and grant foundations about helping us finance this project. We
invite you to partner with us in prayer as we seek God’s will and timing in all of this.
